Palm Sunday 
Today we gather to celebrate ChristΩs entry into the city of Jerusalem. 

We also celebrate Christ as the king who enters our own personal Jeru-

salem- our hearts. The Gospel records the arrival of Jesus riding into the 

city on a donkey, while the crowds spread their cloaks and palm branch-

es on the street and shout άHosanna to the Son of Davidέ and άBlessed 

is He who comes in the name of the Lordέ and they honour Him as their 

long-awaited Messiah and 

King.  

JesusΩ entry into the city 

of Jerusalem is an act of 

re-construction. His own 

body will be deconstruct-

ed on the cross and this is 

the very means for his re-

constructing of Jerusa-

lem, of humanity, and of 

every city. 

The use of a donkey: is a 

fulfilment of a prophecy 

spoken by the prophet 

Zechariah. It represents 

the humble arrival of 

someone in peace. 

Palm branches: people 

threw palm branches, in 

front of him as a sign of 

respect. They are symbol 

of peace and victory. 

Olives: Symbolise peace. 

Hosanna: Joyful Aramaic 

exclamation of praise. 

The old meaning was, 

άSave, please!έ but 

graually, it became 

άSalvation has come!έ 

Candles are used to pro-

claim our faith and to 

remember that Jesus is 

the light of the world.  

Jesus Christ came not to 

conquer by force as 

earthly kings but by love, 

grace and mercy. He con-

quers not nations but 

hearts and minds. His mes-

sage is one of peace with 

God, not of temporal 

peace. 

Hosanna in the highest! 

The Satan of this world is 
working to distract us 
from the real meaning of 
Holy Week  
Life is full of distractions 
and our busyness will pull 
us away from what is 
most important. 
If we are not strong 
enough, we will easily fall 
into SatanΩs plans. 
This week focus on what 
is most important

chocolate. Take time to be quiet, to listen to His voice and stay awake to 
pray with Him.

Holy Week 
The Holy Week, in our 
Maronite Church, is con-
sidered an independent 
Liturgical Season inside 
the Season of Lent. It starts with άNaheeroέ or 
the άComing to the Harbourέ on Palm Sunday 
evening and is ends on Resurrection Sunday.  
Sotooro: Lenten Evening Prayer 
Holy Week celebrates the fulfillment of so 
many wonderful prophecies. 
On Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday, the 
evening prayer has a special cycle of readings 
that focus on Messianic prophecies in the Old 
Testament. 
Job Wednesday Job or Ayoub is known for his 
patience. He lost his property, health and the 
lives of his beloved children. JobΩs patience 
stands out because JobΩs story is extreme in 
the amount of suffering he endured. The pa-
tience of Job serves as an inspiration to Chris-
tians who face times of struggle and suffering. 
On that day, the Rite of the Lamp is celebrated. 
During the Rite of Lighting , the faithful watch 
as dough with seven burning candles inserted 
into it rises in the sanctuary along with their 
prayers. The dough represents the good leaven 
of Jesus Christ, and the lamps are symbols of 
the light of the Church. 
Holy Thursday is the day to remember Christ's 
total self-giving and service to us. Jesus washed 
the feet of His disciples and commanded them 

to love each other and follow His example in 
serving each other. It is the day when Christ 

Jesus invited the human 
family to sit at table so that 

it may find life and unity in 
Him. It is the day when Jesus 

gave himself body and blood 
to us in the Eucharist. Eucharist is life, love, 
forgiveness, joy, hope, reconciliation of God 

with his people and of his people among each 
other. When we receive the "Bread of Life" we 
are called to give and be this "Bread of Life" to 

others. On that day, Jesus founded the Sacra-
ments of Eucharist and the Priesthood. 

Good Friday Mass is not celebrated on Good 

Friday. The whole Christian world pauses on 

this day to recall the death of Jesus and to 

meditate on the mystery of salvation. In the 

Maronite Rite, two ceremonies are to be cele-

brated on that day. The first is the άSigning of 

the Chaliceέ which is a celebration of the Di-

vine Liturgy and the second is the Adoration of 

the Cross. It is called Good because of God: 

good because God's love has conquered. God's 

Son Jesus overcame the world and opened 

once again the gates of heaven to those who 

believe. 

Saturday of the Light- This is the last day of 

Lent. During that day, a ceremony called άthe 

Prayer of Forgivenessέ is celebrated. The Mar-

onite Church and all the Syriac Churches cele-

brate the forgiveness won by the death of Je-

sus Christ. All Christians are invited to confess 

their sins during the ceremony and ask for 

forgiveness.

CHAPTER FOUR: Love in marriage 
God loves the joy of his children 

148. Training in the areas of emotion and instinct is 
necessary, and at times this requires setting limits. 
Excess, lack of control or obsession with a single form 
of pleasure can end up weakening and tainting that 
very pleasure and damaging family life. A person can 
certainly channel his passions in a beautiful and 
healthy way, increasingly pointing them towards altru-
ism and an integrated self-fulfillment that can only 
enrich interpersonal relationships in the heart of the 
family. This does not mean renouncing moments of 
intense enjoyment, but rather integrating them with 
other moments of generous commitment, patient 

hope, inevitable wea-
riness and struggle to 
achieve an ideal. Fam-
ily life is all this, and it 
deserves to be lived to 
the fullest. 
149. Some currents of 
spirituality teach that 
desire has to be elimi-
nated as a path to 
liberation from pain. 
Yet we believe that 
God loves the enjoy-
ment felt by human 

beings: he created us and άrichly furnishes us with 
everything to enjoyέ όм Tim 6:17). Let us be glad when 
with great love he tells us: άMy son, treat yourself 
wellΧ Do not deprive yourself of a happy dayέ (Sir 
14:11-14). Married couples likewise respond to GodΩs 
will when they take up the biblical injunction: άBe 
joyful in the day of prosperityέ (Ec 7:14). What is im-
portant is to have the freedom to realize that pleasure 
can find different expressions at different times of life, 
in accordance with the needs of mutual love. In this 
sense, we can appreciate the teachings of some East-
ern masters who urge us to expand our consciousness, 
lest we be imprisoned by one limited experience that 
can blinker us. This expansion of consciousness is not 
the denial or destruction of desire so much as its 
broadening and perfection.
