Holy Week, in our Maronite Church, is considered an independent
Liturgical Season inside the Season of Lent. It starts with dNaheeroé
or the 6Coming or Arrival to the Harbouré on Monday and ends on
Resurrection Sunday.

Pas s i on or8almsSdnday, marks the beginning of Christ's
journey to His passion. It is an occasion for reflecting on the final
week of JesusQife. It is a time for Christians to prepare their hearts
for the agony of His Passion and the joy of His Resurrection. Christ
entered in triumph into His own city, to complete His work as our
Messiah: to suffer, to die, to rise again.
