St. Rita was born at Spoleto, Italy in
1381. At an early age, she begged
her parents to allow her to enter a
convent. Instead they arranged a
marriage for her. Rita became a
good wife and mother, but her hus-
band was a man of violent temper.
In anger he often mistreated his
wife. He taught their children his
own evil ways.

After nearly twenty years of mar-
riage, her husband was stabbed by
an enemy but before he died, he
repented because Rita prayed for
him. Shortly afterwards, her two
sons died. Prayer, fasting, penances
of many kinds, and good works
filled her days. She was admitted to
the convent of the Augustinian nuns
at Cascia in Umbria, and began a life
of perfect obedience and great
charity.

Sister Rita had a great devotion to
the Passion of Christ. "Please let me
suffer like you, Divine Saviour," she
said one day, and suddenly one of
the thorns from the crucifix struck
her on the forehead. It left a deep
wound which did not heal and
which caused her much suffering for
the rest of her life. She died on May

days before his 99™ birthday, Patriarch
Mar Nasrallah Boutros Cardinal Sfeir,
/| 76™ Patriarch of Antioch, passed away.
With his death, we lost a wise and hum-
ble shepherd who led the Maronite
Church through some of its most challenging times in recent history.
Patriarch Sfeir was born in Rayfoun, in the Kesserwan region of Leba-
non on the 15" of May 1920, to a devout Maronite family, that raised
him and his 5 sisters in the faith and love of God. He attended Mar
AbdaQ School in Aramoun and then joined the seminary in Ghazir. He
studied Philosophy and Theology at the University of St Joseph, Beirut.
He was ordained a priest on the 7™ of May 1950 and served as Parish
Priest of Rayfoun and then as Secretary General to the Maronite Patri-
archate. He was ordained Bishop and appointed as Patriarchal Vicar on
the 16" of July 1961. The Maronite Synod of Bishops elected him Patri-
arch of Antioch on the 19" of April 1986. In early 2011, His Beatitude
submitted his resignation to the Holy See, asking to be relieved of all
his patriarchal duties to spend the rest of his days in prayer and reflec-
tion.

Patriarch Sfeir was an extraordinary person and leader. He was an
accomplished academic and scholar but also as a humble and devout
man of God. His Beatitude was a tireless supporter of freedom, and an
outspoken warrior against oppression and injustice. By virtue of his
religious leadership, he was a symbol of unity in Lebanon and a source
of hope for all Lebanese people. He was a peacemaker and LebanonQ@
great bridge builder during times of turmoil and war. He believed in
the power of dialogue and the importance of peaceful coexistence in
Lebanon and in the entire Middle East region.

We also pray that our beloved Patriarch is welcomed to his heavenly
home with trumpets of the seraphim and cherubim and that he joins
the ranks of the righteous and the just with St Maroun, St John
Maroun and all the holy saints who preceded us.
