In today's Gospel, we see the beauty and humility of Mary, who, when 
Jesus came into her life, immedi-
ately went in haste to her cousin 
Elizabeth's place to give Jesus to 
her and to her son.  
The Visitation of Elizabeth by 
Mary brings together for the first 
time John and Jesus, the two 
great figures of salvation history. 
In Mary, the New Testament 
reaches out to the Old, trans-
forms it, and gives it its ultimate 
significance. 
A Thought on Humility 
Humility is facing the truth about 
who God is, and who I am. The 
road to humility is difficult. It hurts 
to be misunderstood, criticized or 
snubbed by others. Oddly 
enough, it is often when we real-
ise how little we are regarded by 
others, that we begin to realise 
how highly we are esteemed by 
God. We have ceased to wonder 
what others think of us; we have 
discovered our worth in the eyes of our Father. It is important to learn 
that whenever I feel inadequate or a failure, disappointed or upset, God 
can enter into my life and bring His success.  
As Christians, we often hear sermons and readings in the church about 
humility, but forget about it completely when someone barges ahead of 
us in the church car park. How often do we let the other person go 
first? How often do we rejoice at someone's success rather than feel 
jealous? How often do we take pleasure at someone's failure as it 
makes us feel superior to them? As humility is central to the life of the 
Christian, we do well to reflect on where humility is working in our lives 
now and where it is absent. (Gwen Simon)

4th December feast day of Saint Barbara 
    Saint Barbara was born in the third century in Phoenicia - Lebanon, 
more precisely in Baalbek, to a rich Pagan named Dioscorus. She was 
carefully guarded by her father who kept her shut up in a tower in or-
der to preserve her from the outside world. In this tower she secretly 
become a Christian.  She rejected marriage and devoted her life to God. 
    Before going on a journey, her father commanded that a private bath
-house be erected for her use near her dwelling, and during his absence 
Barbara had three windows put in it, as a symbol of the Holy Trinity, 
instead of the two originally intended.  
    When her father discovered that she was a Christian, he wanted to 
kill her, but her prayers created an opening in the tower wall and she 
escaped. Pursued by her father and guards, Maronite tradition tells us 
that she hid in disguise in a field full of wheat. She stayed hidden here 
until a shepherd betrayed her. As legend has it, the shepherd was trans-
formed into a marble statue and his herd into grasshoppers. 
   When tortured, Barbara held true to her faith. During the night, the 
dark prison was bathed in light and new miracles occurred. Every morn-
ing her wounds were healed. Torches that were to be used to burn her 
went out as soon as they came near her. 
    Each year the Maronite Church celebrates the feast of Saint Barbara.  
It is a famous feast known throughout the Maronite faith.  Wheat is 
boiled and prepared to eat in memory of her escape into the fields of 
wheat and children dress up in costume and disguise to remember her 
on this day.

279. Nor is it good for parents to be domineering. When children 
are made to feel that only their parents can be trusted, this hin-
ders an adequate process of socialization and growth in affective 
maturity. To help expand the parental relationship to broader 
realities, άChristian communities are called to offer support to the 

educational mission of familiesέΣ 
particularly through the catech-
esis associated with Christian 
initiation. To foster an integral 
education, we need to άrenew the 
covenant between the family and 
the Christian communityέΦ The 
Synod wanted to emphasize the 
importance of Catholic schools 
which άplay a vital role in assisting 
parents in their duty to raise their 
childrenΧ Catholic schools should 
be encouraged in their mission to 
help pupils grow into mature 
adults who can view the world 
with the love of Jesus and who 
can understand life as a call to 

serve GodέΦ For this reason, άthe Church strongly affirms her free-
dom to set forth her teaching and the right of conscientious ob-
jection on the part of educatorsέΦ

Dearly beloved, 
On this Sunday of the Season of the Birth 
of Our Lord, we reflect on the Visitation 
of Mary to Elizabeth. This visit has become so famous and so 
unique that we refer to it as The Visitation. The encounter 
between Mary and Elizabeth, who were carrying Jesus and 
John the Baptist within their wombs, reveals the immense 
power of visits we make to each other: to rise, to revive, to 
serve and to rebuild confidenceΧ To visit someone is to 
move physically, as well as mentally. It is leaving one's uni-
verse to enter into that of the other. 
It is God who visited us first. In Jesus, he left his divinity to 

visit us, from the mountain to the plain, and to the depths of hell. Mary's visit to her 
cousin echoes the visitation of the Word of God in her. To welcome God who visits us 
sets us on our way to visit others, including our family and friends. Our visit to others 
is a fraternal pilgrimage in response to the divine pilgrimage of God in us.  
Saint Luke tells us that Mary set out quickly after the Annunciation to go find her 
cousin Elizabeth. Here we see the kindness of Mary's heart, caring for others and 
eager to serve. For a pregnant woman like Mary, in a warm country like Israel, this 
journey from Nazareth to Ain Karim, from the plain to the mountains, was not an 
easy trip. Traveling at that time required effort and sacrifice. This reveals to us the 
quality of the love that Mary showed to Elizabeth. She was willing to sacrifice her 
comfort to serve and encourage her cousin.  
MaryΩs visit brings immense joy. Elizabeth's exclamation of happiness reflects the joy 
that Mary brings to souls. The Blessed Mother acts as a catalyst in our relationship 
with Christ. We will feel the joy that Elizabeth felt in the presence of Mary when we 
recognise Christ in her womb. With her, we will experience a much deeper intimacy 
with Christ than if we act on our own. Let us ask her continually to bring Christ into 
our lives. 
Lord, we often think of ourselves before thinking of others. Your mother inspires us 
to first seek the good of those around us. Give us the grace to perceive the needs of 
others and overcome our selfishness so we may go out of our own universe and 
move, physically and emotionally, to visit others and bring you to them, in the exam-
ple of the Virgin Mary.
